3. Format, Rules of the Game and Time Allowed for Late Arrival  

• 9-round Swiss system. Each player will have 90 minutes with a 30-second increment from move 
one. • The pairings will be generated by computer software; no claims will be accepted except for 
errors in entering results before the next round.  

• The time allowed for late arrival is 30 minutes from the start of the round. Any player who fails to 
appear without justified reason will be eliminated from the tournament.  

• For any matter not specified in these regulations, FIDE rules will apply.  

4. Rest days (byes)  

• A maximum of three half-point byes may be requested up to round 6. Byes in rounds 7, 8, and 9 
will count for 0 points.  

• Byes for round 1 must be requested by email (with read confirmation) before the registration deadline 
at fuxal2026@gmail.com  

Byes for later rounds must be requested before the end of the current round.  
5. Participation  

• Every player holding a valid license for 2026 may participate.  

• Players registered with FIDE flag different from Spain must have a FIDE ID number. If they do 
not, it is their responsibility to obtain one from their national federation before the 
tournament starts.  

• This tournament is valid for FIDE classical rating and international norms.
